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Humans are predominantly visual beings. Using spectrograms we can make pictorial and video representations of musical
passages, which can sometimes be easier to interpret than musical scores, and are available when scores are not (e.g. for
some jazz, folk, and other performance pieces). Applications to teaching trigonometry, calculus, Fourier analysis, and
group theory, will be given.
